Qualified graduates.

Graduates in the year 1981 and before are qualified.  However, due to the constraints of space and facilities, the number of qualified participants is limited to 250 for this very first occasion.  As those graduates in 1981 are the immediate qualified group, they are given the first priority to participate.  For those graduates prior to 1981, they will be taken care of by trenches.  Alumni who left the school before completing Form 5 will be recognized and classified in the year as if they had continued till graduation.  Alumni who joined the school in Form 6 will be deemed to be a graduate in the preceding year.  Qualified graduates who shall miss the chance in this year may elect to join in the years following. Overseas alumni who happen to be in Hong Kong around the time will be given priority to join.  The table below shows the arrangements for the coming five years.  This arrangement is by no means rigid.  We retain our flexibility to modify should the circumstances warrant.
